1. Access the Web, locate a good example of a personal, organization/topical, and a commercial Web site, and indicate the respective URLs. Identify what you believe to be the purpose and audience of each Web site. For each URL, describe briefly the content included to help achieve the Web site’s purpose and meet the needs and goals of the audience. 
An example of a personal Web site is http://www.geocities.com/ushasv99/, my previous Kaplan Professor’s Web site (I hope she doesn’t mind me using this in an assignment!) This web site pertains to a varied audience that has an interest in her and her interests.  The content meets this goal because she provides information about herself and her family.
An example of an organization/topical Web site is the Project Management Institute (PMI) Web site at http://www.pmi.org/info/default.asp.  This Web site is an organization Web site designed for an audience of project managers, those interested in becoming project managers, those seeking certification as a project manager, and those interested in becoming members of the organization.  The content is focused on events the organization is responsible for, ideas in project management, membership in the organization, and news.  The purpose of this Web site is to share this information with viewers.  They can also purchase books and other supplemental information regarding project management. 
An example of a commercial Web site is http://www.pbs.org/wgbh/nova/.  This Web site displays information about the television show, NOVA, on PBS.  This site was designed for an audience of varied ages, male or female, especially students.  Anyone interested in science, nature, and other topics will find interesting information on episodes and supplemental information.  This Web site’s content meets the needs of visitors by offering links to information such as teaching resources, archive information, and program transcripts.
2. Find one Web site organized according to each of the following structures; linear/tutorial, random, and hierarchical.  Identify the URLs and create an outline that illustrates the specific structure of each Web site.

An example of a Web site organized in a linear/tutorial structure is http://www.vbtutor.net/vbtutor.html, which provides a tutorial in the programming language, Visual Basic.  This site is made up of numerous lessons.  While they can be visited randomly, it is wise to visit them in order of the tutorial presented in order to learn and understand the language.
